Do not touch bulb when fixture is turned on or look directly at light bulb.

TO ASSEMBLE:

. Carefully unpack the pendant. Do not discard any material till assembly

is complete.
Turn OFF power to the Outlet box where the ceiling light will be installed.

Remove the Mounting plate (A) from the canopy (C) by unscrewing
Top screw (D).

. Attach the Ground wire, Neutral wire & Live wire to respective wire

of the Outlet Box.

. Attach Terminal Mounting Plate (A) to the ceiling Outlet Box and fix it by

mounting plate screw (B).

Install the Canopy (C) to Mounting plate (A) and fix it by Canopy Screw (D).
Install type A bulb maximum 9 Watt SBLED (F) into the socket.

. Restore Power to the Outlet Box and test ceiling light fixture.

CARE INSTRUCTION:

To clean, use a soft dry cloth only. Do not use any chemical or
abrasive cleaners.
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
